What is damp, mould and condensation?

Rising damp or penetrative damp
is caused by a building problem.

Condensation is caused by too 
much water in the air.

Condensation forms on mirrors, windows 
or cold corners.

Mould forms from condensation.



Damp has tide marks and wet patches. 

Mould is small black, green or
white dots

Damp and mould can smell musty.

Some people are more at risk of damp and mould 
than others, including:
